	REPORT: 

	1) History of agency involvement with child/young person or family.  

Guidance:  Analysis of key events from agency chronology.  A full chronology might be submitted if this is deemed to be of value.



	2) What is going well?

Guidance:  Think about the family’s strengths and what has worked well in the past to keep the child or young person safe from harm.  Identify protective factors, which contributes to keeping the child safe.


	3) What is impacting on the child/young person’s safety and wellbeing?

Guidance:  Think about how this is affecting the child or young person, any previous harm, vulnerabilities and the long-term impact on the child or young person is no support is offered.  This should be linked with the threshold document.
For Adolescents:  Think about where the risks are:  at home, in the community.  Think about locations, links with groups/other young people, areas of concern, being in education, level of engagement and with who.


	4) What needs to happen next for the child or young person to be safe?

Guidance:  Think about practical steps or services you feel should be part of the safety plan, both short and long term.  This should include thinking about what role your agency can play to help promote the safety of the child or young person.
For Adolescents:  Think about what contribution your agency can make in promoting the young person’s safety in the community.  Identify (where possible) the agency who has the best relationship with the young person and can support meaningful engagement.
